[Speech by Cuban Prime Kingster Fidel Castro from Havens's Plsza de'le Revelucion st a
mass public ceremoay in tritute to Emeste Che Cuevara--live]

[Text] Revolutionary cowrades: It was a day in July or August of 1555 when we first
o=t El Che. And in one night, as he tell: in his aceounts, he became o futury drirnsa
expeditionary. But at thit time that expedition had neither ships, weaponsz, nor Lroops.
And this was the way E1 Che, together with Raul, Joined the first two groups on the

Granma list.

Since then, 12 yedrs have goas by, 12 yenrs fraught with struggles and obstructioms.
Targugh these years death reaped many valwable snd irreparable lives, but it the sane
tioe, through these years, extraordinary peopie energed in cur revolution ind wWers
nolded soeng the men of the revolution. And tiles of affection and Iriendship wers pade
ageng these men and the p:np:.cj ties vhich went further than it is possible to express,

Tonight we are gathered hers, you and I, to bry to express thess centivents in Sose way
with regard tv ene whe vwas me of the opst lamiliar, one of the most adoired, one of
the most beloved, and, vithout any doubt, the oost extraordinary of our conrades o)
revolution, to express these centiments to him and to the heroes uho have Jought and
have falien beside Rm--his Internationilist army which has been vriting a giorious

page of hi:t.irr.

soccoause of his nature, because of his naturdlpess, because of his comradeshid, belausa
nf his personality, because of his eriginality, even before his other singciar virsues
Woere revealed.
